Clos de Ste Anne is a single vineyard situated on steep northeast facing slopes in the foothills of Poverty Bay. 


The 2005 Chardonnay comes from older plantings from the original Naboth’s Vineyard 1 Kings Ch. 21. The soil type is loam over calcareous sedimentary rock. 





Hand harvested grapes were whole bunch pressed directly to barrel and allowed to ferment for six months followed by a further four months of lees ageing. The wine has no malolactic influence thus enhancing a crisp yet warming mineral flavour. 











The aromas are slow developing in this taunt structure with cloves, ripe peach and honeyed characters.
