Clos de Ste Anne is a single vineyard situated on steep northeast facing slopes in the foothills of Poverty Bay.  The 2006 Syrah is grown in a little bowl high up in the slopes of this estate. Protected on all sides by the topography, it faces directly into the north west and is best described as “The Crucible” 





The hand-harvested and sorted fruit was chilled, de-stemmed and fermented in wooden vats after the small addition of whole clusters of Viognier grapes. Initially this wine has wild brooding, balsamic/beef jus with brambles and thyme and old world classic iodine character. 





There is black pepper and subtle spice indicating a ripe warm year without excessive heat. This is a restrained and elegant wine with plenty of time to evolve. Fined with free-range egg whites.
